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I. Dr. Winsauer calls meeting to order

II. Motion to accept minutes from 1/08 and 2/08 

· Motion seconded, and a vote passes the motion unanimously.
III. Follow up Item: Campus-Wide Emergency Notification System (ENS)
· Substantial interim progress has been made in the area of an LSU ENS.
· Two campus-wide emails (3/6/08 and 3/24/08) have been sent from Dr. Hollier regarding the newly designed ENS via Text Messaging.
· The new system is available to students, residents and faculty, but requires individual registration.
· Registration to date has been marginal and Dr. Winsauer encourages FA members to promote and encourage campus wide registration.
· ACTION ITEMS:

· FA members to encourage and promote members from own departments to register with the ENS. 
· RESOLUTION STATUS:
· Closed relative to formation of the ENS.
· Open relative to an update on campus wide enrollment. 
IV. Follow up item: Benefits Seminar on 3/5/08

· Attendance was modest and substantially below the number of faculty who submitted plans to attend.
· Seminar was generally perceived to be helpful and well-run.  Credit for a successful presentation was given to Marie Cole and Dr. Tom Nolan.
· Three major points of education from the seminar included: 1) the new requirements for policy verification of a faculty’s policy-dependents (e.g., spouse, children); 2) the reorganization of the Definity health care group as the ‘LSU First’ plan; and 3), the 6% increase in fees across the board for benefits.
· Concern regarding the definition of a faculty member’s ‘dependents’ was raised and whether or not the definition this could/would include domestic partners/ common law type partnership situations.
· Added to the concern over the 6% increase in costs was the recent increase in the fringe benefit rate at LSUHSC-NO and whether it is comparable to that at other regional institutions such as TUMC, UAB, LSU-BR etc.  
· Dr. Winsauer has received strong support for the benefits seminar to be repeated at Children’s Hospital, one of our largest off-campus clinical sites.
· ACTION ITEMS:

· Dr. Winsauer to inquire about the FA questions regarding ‘dependent’ status relative to benefits policies.
· Dr. Winsauer to organize another seminar at Children’s Hospital.
· RESOLUTION STATUS:

· Open and pending above items.
V. Follow up item:  faculty survey

· Dr. Mize asked about the status of the results of the faculty survey and the response from the administration.
· Dr. Winsauer indicated that he has been provided a detailed and specific response to the faculty survey by Dean Nelson.
· Dr. Winsauer explained that Dr. Letourneau and Ms. Brenda Galle are in process of designing a web-based list-serve that would permit only LSU faculty to view the results and the Dean’s response.  
· Dr. Bagby reported that Dr. Brierre has completed his presentation of the survey results to the Faculty Senate.
· Substantial discussion arose concerning the advantages/disadvantages of posting the survey results and Dean Nelson’s responses, with the general concern that LSU faculty-only be permitted to see the information.
· Several FA members indicated that they would like to see the information formally presented and discussed with the faculty at a SOM General Assembly meeting where Drs. Nelson and/or Hollier are invited.  
· Additionally, several FA members said they would support a proposal where the level 2 assertion statements as well as Dr. Nelson’s response be posted and not the preliminary 11 level-1 assertion statements.
· ACTION ITEMS:

· Dr. Winsauer to send Dr. Nelson’s response to FA members for review and consideration.
· Dr. Winsauer to arrange a General Assembly meeting wherein faculty survey information is presented.
· RESOLUTION STATUS:
· Open and any motion regarding the survey was tabled until FA members read responses put forth by Dr. Nelson.
VI. New Item: legislative meeting at medical school today

· Dr. Bagby summarized the meeting today organized by Senators Murray, Shepherd and Quinn, and attended by Dr. Fred Cerise and Secretary Alan Levine of LA Health and Hospitals.
· General summary is that the financial plan and estimated cost per hospital bed is at issue with the current administration and they are requiring a review of the initial business plan
· Timeline for accomplishing this is roughly mid-June of this year or all will be delayed until 2010.
· Dean of TUMC also spoke about the proposed size of LSU’s hospital and he suggested a hospital for us of approximately 250 hospital beds (rather than >400) based on the national trend of increasing outpatient clinical services thereby lowering the need for inpatient care.
· ACTION ITEMS:

· None taken
