FACULTY ASSEMBLY (FA)

April 29, 2009 @ 12NOON
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I. Dr. DeBoisblanc calls meeting to order 
II. F/U Item: FA bylaws changes
· Letter to go out for 2009 Delegate elections
· Per Dr. Letourneau’s suggestion bylaws have been changed to include a minimum number of 2 EKL Delegates and 1 UMC-Lafayette Delegate
· Motion made for FA to accept changes as is with a later discussion about increasing #s of delegates for Clinical faculty.
· Motion seconded and passed with vote
III. Dr. DeBoisblanc welcomes today’s invited guest Mr. David Troendle (Assistant Vice Chancellors office for Computer Services) and the Director of Data Processing, Ms. Bettina Owens
· Mr. David Troendle (DT) has worked at LSUHSC for apprx. 40yrs

· He explains some of his projects, to include: postKatrina upgrades in MEB to A/V equipment, MEB 4th floor MDL labs, virus/spam protection, campus-wide, security issues, communications for Hurricane season, reducing expenditures

· Floor opened for questions/comments

· Drs. Mize and Hollenbach ask about status of internet use if living in LSUHSC dormitories

· Mr. Troendle responds that there is supervision over internet use in the dorms.

· He receives a ‘top 20 users’ list each week with the sites visited and downloaded bytes; from which an email is generated to each user with a cc copy to his/her immediate supervisors (eg. Dr. Letourneau, Mr. Schroth etc)

· After a 3rd offense, the user is locked out

· All ‘offenses’ are considered for appeal and rules are applied equally even to include administrators

· Question is asked about staffing in SOM Computer Services offices

· DT responds that his office pays ½ salary of these support staff; but 100% of their administrative supervision comes from others (eg. Dr. Letourneau, Mr. Schroth etc)

· DT is also not in position to secure additional staffing in this office

· Dr. Canavier asks about Mac usage rather than PCs

· DT explains that the support for Macs is not yet in place

· The 1st Mac virus has been reported
· There are Macs on campus

· Purchasing a Mac is reasonable per DT if justification is provided

· Dr. DeBoisblanc asks about web-based faculty CVs as method for facilitating faculty collaboration; and about the LSUHSC website

· For CVs: DT responds favorably and suggests Dr. DeBoisblanc discussing with Dean Nelson as an initiative

· For Website, DT explains that his office does not control the website/design/contents but rather it is under the Chancellor’s office
IV. Follow up item: AAMC sponsored Faculty Forward Survey
· Drs. McGoey and Winsauer remind all Delegates to fill out FF survey and to spread the word within their own departments.  
· Background: LSU chosen as one of 25 Medical Schools nationwide to participate in a new survey called Faculty Forward
· Purpose of survey is to assess levels of faculty satisfaction to improve overall faculty retention and recruitment across/between our practice sites (CHNOLA, EKL etc.)
