Dr. Brierre calls meeting to order.  

I. Minutes from March meeting approved by majority electronic vote

II. Updates

a. Website Advisory group to be sending survey to faculty regarding proposals for new webdesign.  Survey proposed to be distributed to all faculty across all schools    
b. New hospital (AMC) had the groundbreaking ceremony: 4.18.11; latest tactical challenge includes most recent structural consultant (Kauffman Hall) proposing a reduced # of beds.  Proposition erroneously based on two assumptions 1) that 2/3 of current LSUIH patients would not go to the new AMC and 2) the AMC would function as a community, private hospital and not a teaching hospital.  The analysis is being re-examined, potentially causing some delays
c. Surgery search concluded with naming the current internal interim head (Dr. Batson) as permanent head.  Logic behind his appointment well-detailed at the Dean’s executive committee meeting- Dean is pleased with the resolution and appointment
d. St. Charles clinical site is on schedule – slightly ahead of schedule
e. HCN news: the new collections group (ACS) has dropped overhead by >50%; though no net reduction in overhead has resulted due to increase in HCN overhead costs.  Clinical practice advisory committee is proposed to oversee operations with special attention to overhead costs
f. Animal Care renovations
i. Progressing but may be seeing some deleterious effects on the animals, despite the careful work.  A forum of investigators may convene to review data such as survival and stress effects
ii. Timeline: summer 2012
g. Budget: state general fund spending is frozen

III. New item: the new program of rural medicine in Lafayette is being reviewed by the LCME in June.  There are no clear details being widely disseminated to the SOM faculty.  Concerns involve concentration of teaching, focus of program, student readiness for residency positions, #s of residency slots being available.  Dr. Brierre proposes extending invitation to Dr. Richard Dicarlo to attend upcoming meeting in order to share some of the plans and to update the FA on the LCME’s decision.  

IV. Call for nominations for 2011-2012 Delegates is out.  Response rate is poor. Dr. Brierre to pursue a reminder about the nominations.
