Discussions:

Greg indicated that he would explore other ways of filling vacated delegate positions, but that any changes would have to be added to the Bylaws.

2) Finances.  Greg indicated that he initiated discussions with the Dean to have a modest budget for the Faculty Assembly. Peter gave a history on how the FA financed its activities to include the creation of a Foundation account that faculty to donate too. Currently, the account has a zero balance because of unauthorized activity. The Dean’s office is looking into the issue.
