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I. Dr. Winsauer calls meeting to order

II. New Item: 2008-2009 Elections
· FA will need to replace 8 delegates 

· Bylaws say election should have been 5/08.  Will be conducted within the month.
· Call will be via faculty roster list-serve provided by Dr. Letourneau’s office.
· Both the nomination process and the final election will be web based, with help of OMERAD.
· After the delegate elections, executive council will be elected to include 4 new members to represent FA at faculty senate

· Drs. English, Figueroa, Yu and Lucchesi are scheduled to be replaced as Faculty Senate representatives from the Assembly.

· The Faculty Senate meets Tuesdays at 3:30pm.
· Next Faculty senate meeting: 8/4/08.
III. New Item: SOM List-serve

· Dr. Winsauer explains that there are some problems to be worked out with the SOM list-serve wherein some faculty members have been left off the list, especially those off-site like BR, Lafayette, etc.  

· Dr. Winsauer investigated and found that the List-serve is the responsibility of each individual department’s business manager and should be updated periodically.
· Dr. Letourneau is aware of some of the deficiencies on the list-serve.
· Another issue regarding the list-serve is that the President of FA does not have access to the group without the expressed permission of the Administration

· To change this will require meeting with the Vice Chancellor for Financial Affairs, Ronnie Smith.
IV. Follow up item: the General Faculty Meeting 

· General Faculty Meeting took place on June 10, 2008. 

· The meeting began with an introduction to the FA by Dr. Winsauer and was followed by a presentation of the faculty survey by Dr. Cormier, and curriculum updates by Dr. DiCarlo. 
· Minutes from meeting to be placed on website.
· Dr. Heidi Bazan and Martinez suggest future meeting plans be placed on TV monitors now placed throughout campus.
· ACTION ITEMS:

· Scheduled meetings with Dr. Nelson were encouraged and Dr. Winsauer to pursue.
· Future Assembly meetings to be posted on the campus wide TV monitors.
V. New item: changes in USMLE exam

· Per Dr. DiCarlo, the board of licensing is considering replacing the USMLE exams with “Gateway” exams.
· Proposed Gateway 1 will occur between 3rd and 4th year of Medical School with Gateway 2 to occur during intern year.
· These changes are being considered by the LSU Curriculum Oversight committee and they are examining the need for curriculum modifications that will better integrate basic and clinical sciences.
· LSU and other Medical Schools may consider shelf exams after basic science courses so that there is some benchmark for progression in medical school

· ACTION ITEMS:

· Dr. Winsauer to invite Dr. DiCarlo to talk with FA about proposed changes
VI. New item: Animal Care

· Plans include adding a 7-floor/30-foot extension onto the CSRB, which will include 6 floors of animal care and one (the top) floor for the purpose of supplying campus-wide power and a safehouse for code-grey lodging.
· Current concerns being considered are demolition of the backside of the building and displacement of many faculty researchers whose offices are there as well as demolition/construction disruptions to the animals themselves.
· Dr. Gonzales is involved with such concerns and Dr. Winsauer encourages any concerned researchers to direct concerns to Dr. Gonzales.
VII. New item: Hurricane Preparedness: 

· Dr. Winsauer informs FA that an existing chancellor’s memorandum (CM) calls for power sources to be turned off 48 hours prior to any projected landfall of any major storms.
· Dr. Bagby explains that it is up to the individual researcher to formulate their own plans for this power interruption.
· There is a plan for animals to be with water / feeding source for 7 days.
· Dr. Winsauer suggests that the FA consider writing to John Ball for a clarification regarding power disruption relative to animal care facilities
· Dr. Collins brings forth concern over medical malpractice coverage after a faculty has been placed on any form of ‘leave’ (as Chancellor Memorandum #51 states MAY occur following 2 days of administrative leave) such that he/she may not be covered if practicing at another hospital or within the community.  

· ACTION ITEMS:

· Dr. Winsauer to seek clarification of language is necessary regarding malpractice coverage during these potential times from Dr. Nelson and possibly Ms. Muslow, the LSUHSC Attorney.
· Consider writing Mr. John Ball for clarification of animal-care plans during power interruption.
VIII. Follow up item: Dr. Winsauer reports that the initial stage of the SOM Strategic Plan was launched at a meeting June 9, 2008.
· A major initiative as such has not been undertaken since 1988.
· Purpose is to develop the mission/vision statement and purpose for LSUHSC.
· Involves help from institutional consultant Alan Burgener.
· Many FA delegates took part in launch meeting. 

· Other participants included students, administrators, Dept. Heads, other institutional leaders such as those from the VA and Children’s Hospital

· Smaller working groups are currently being organized and assigned action items.
IX. New item: Press Release statement on LSU/VA Hospital

· Dr. Winsauer highlights recent opening of the Center for Advanced Practice and encourages all to tour and become familiar with the Center.
X. New item: Dr. Bagby seeks participation on the following committees:
