Goals/Objectives for this rotation:

This rotation will provide a broad exposure to the many aspects of vascular and endovascular surgery. Students are allowed to follow their own patients from preoperative decision planning through to postoperative care. Students are asked to actively participate in clinic, rounds, conferences,  surgeries and in the endovascular suite. Additional hands-on training will be provided with the endovascular simulator. 

Didactics schedule for students on this rotation:
		
Students must attend Surgery Orientation on the first day of the 12 week block and take the Surgery shelf examination at the end of the 12 week block regardless of their elective sub-block.  Students must attend Surgery didactics lectures and Cohn’s  Conference every Thursday from 10:00 am to 12:30 pm.  In addition, students are required to attend their Surgery tutorial groups and simulation laboratory (if their sim lab date falls during their elective) during this rotation.  They will also attend Vascular Conference at WJGH Wednesday at 7 am and departmental Grand Rounds and M&M Conference Thursdays from 7 to 9 am.

What clinical responsibilities will the students have, including typical hours?

Students will take part in clinic, rounds, and surgeries.  There is no night or weekend call requirement.
