A Few Words About Resident Education

Resident Education has evolved considerable over the past few decades. Certainly, the basics are
very much the same as always: excaliein the acquisition of medical knowledge and the delivery

of patient care. In some ways it has become quite different from what you may have experienced in
your own residency. So whatés changed?

The longstanding tradition of western medical educdiemalways been built on the principles of
mentorship, apprenticeship, and study of the basic sciences and humanities.

Residency training, also referred to as Graduate Medical Education (GME), now also includes core
competencies that are to be include iour curriculum and our practice of medicine in a formal
manner. These core competencies have always been incorporated into the way that we teach
residents and administer patient care, but we must now document that they are a part of our resident
educaion.

The Accreditation Council for Graduate Medical Education (ACGME), an organization composed of
leaders from the AMA, Academy of Otolaryngology, American College of Surgeons, and other
national organizations, has mandated that all residency progrdhesuhS. adopt new structure and
ways of supervising residents that are very different from the traditional ways in which most
currently practicing physicians were trained. Therefore, we have included guidelines for teaching
and supervising including pant rounds, and guidelines for documentation.
