MEDICAL KNOWLEDGE 

Residents must demonstrate knowledge about established and evolving biomedical, clinical, and cognate (e.g. epidemiological and social-behavioral) sciences and the application of this knowledge to patient care. Residents are expected to: 

·  Summarize and succinctly discuss topics based on morning report cases
·  Present a patient case and discuss disease manifestations, diagnosis, and treatment

PRACTICE-BASED LEARNING AND IMPROVEMENT 

Residents must be able to investigate and evaluate their patient care practices, appraise and assimilate scientific evidence, and improve their patient care practices. Residents are expected to: 

·  Present a patient case and discuss a literature review or other evidence based information related to that case
·  Search the literature based on Educational Prescriptions generated by participants in morning report
·  Participate in Pediatrics Forums, a small group exercise for students.  Residents are expected to prepare for sessions and co-lead the discussion with their faculty facilitator.
·  Offer feedback to students in the Forums sessions on their clinical reasoning skills.
INTERPERSONAL AND COMMUNICATION SKILLS 

Residents must be able to demonstrate interpersonal and communication skills that result in effective information exchange and teaming with patients, their patients families, and professional associates. Residents are expected to: 

·  Communicate effectively with students and facilitators during the Forums.
·  Communicate frequently with rotation faculty as to expectations for the rotation.
PROFESSIONALISM 

Residents must demonstrate a commitment to carrying out professional responsibilities, adherence to ethical principles, and sensitivity to a diverse patient population. Residents are expected to: 

· Attend morning report and other teaching activities except during clinic days. 
·  Maintain a high level of rigor when preparing evidence based medicine activities and topics for morning report.
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
