Students would work with us in Our Lady of the Lake Hospital and the nearby Baton Rouge General Hospital.

 
Our typical work day for the student would begin at 6:30 AM with Intensive Care Rounds at Our Lady of the Lake Hospital assisting the LSU Surgery residents on our service.  The student would go to surgery with the staff at 7AM, participating at one or both hospitals until completion of the schedule at 5-6 PM.  Opportunity for hospital rounds and participation in our office practice is afforded.  Active participation by the student will be possible as circumstances allow.  Students will attend the weekly LSU Surgery conferences, as well as Chest, Vascular and Tumor conferences held by the hospitals.  No night or week-end call is assigned, but active involvement by the student in emergency cases is expected. 

 

Students are expected to be prompt and engaged in the clinical activity of the practice.  They are expected to read and be knowledgeable about the cases going to surgery.  Sometime during the day is available for study, but reading at night is essential.  Assignments by both staff and residents are expected to be honored.

 

Evaluations will be based on the level of participation and growth by the student, assessed by both the residents and staff.

 

This rotation provides exposure to an active Cardio-Thoracic Surgical practice, with a chance to be closely involved with the staff on a daily basis.  Participation in a large volume of cardiac and thoracic cases is assured, seeing first-hand how the cases are worked up, helping with the surgery, and following the patients post-operatively.   In order to tailor the time here to provide the broadest experience, the student can usually select the cases in which he/she cares to scrub. Our office is in a building attached to Our Lady of the Lake Hospital for efficiency, and a lounge for the students and residents is provided by the hospital.  Additional information on the rotation may be obtained from personal contact with LSU Surgery residents who have rotated on the service.  Not all students can rotate here during football season.
