Policy on student time in educational and clinical activities during clerkship rotations

Students on clinical clerkships should not spend more than 80 hours per week (on average over the duration of the clerkship) in clinical and didactic learning activities.  Students who are assigned to overnight call in the hospital should not have patient care responsibilities after 1:00 PM on the following day.  Students will still be expected to attend mandatory didactic activities even after overnight call. 

If a student has a question or concerns about their duty hours and expectations, they should first discuss this with their clerkship director (if they are on rotation in New Orleans) or their site director (if on rotation in Baton Rouge or Lafayette).
