UMC-General Surgery
(1)     What is the typical work week like?

The student’s work week parallels the resident’s work week.  Students see their patients in the morning, prior to the first case in surgery or before clinic; take part in operations on Monday, Wednesday and Friday and participate in clinic, which is all day Tuesday and Thursday afternoon.  On Thursday morning we have student conference followed by resident conference, and on Tuesday afternoon there is a student lecture.
 

(2)     What are the expectations of the students?

Students are expected to know their patients and their disease process, be present in the operating room and make rounds.  Students do H & P, write notes daily and take call some nights and weekends.  Independent reading is encouraged and will help you make the most of your rotation.
 

 (3)     How are the students evaluated?
The student’s performance is assessed by the faculty and residents at the end of the block, using the departmental evaluation form; occasionally we administer an oral test as well.  Any student who challenges his/her grade is given an oral exam and a number of them have taken advantage of that option.
