IV.B.1. The curriculum must advance residents’ knowledge of the basic
principles of research, including how research is conducted,
evaluated, explained to patients, and applied to patient care.

IV.B.1.a) Resident education must include instruction in experimental
design, hypothesis testing, and other current research methods,
as well as participation in clinical or basic research. (Detail)
