The purpose of the retreat is to foster interactions among faculty members, postdoctoral fellows, students, and residents currently involved or interested in neuroscience.  As in previous years, the goal of the retreat is to provide an opportunity to share current research and a chance to get to know one another better.  

The retreat will be organized around poster displays of current research.  Posters (8' wide by 4' high) may include data recently presented or to be presented at a future meeting.  Informal layouts of ongoing projects are also highly encouraged.  

The main feature of the retreat is an open atmosphere of informal discussion of current research where participants can exchange ideas and become aware of the various areas of research, the experimental approaches, and methodological resources available in the New Orleans area.  At the same time, we hope this encounter will foster collaborations, particularly those of an interdisciplinary nature.

TRAVEL AWARDS ($600 each): Ten travel awards (to be used for presentation of a paper at a national scientific meeting during 2007) will be given to the best posters presented by postdoctoral fellows, residents, and students of the LSUHSC at the retreat. 

In addition, the GNOSN Chapter will provide two (2) travel awards, $600 each, for members of the Chapter, excluding those at LSUHSC.

Abstract Instructions 
Preparing the Abstract
1.      Use standard abbreviations.  When using abbreviations for chemical compounds, spell out in full when first mentioned, followed by the abbreviation in parentheses. Do not abbreviate compounds in the title of the abstract.

2.      Please prepare abstracts according to the example provided. Figures and tables are permitted.  The Font suggested is Georgia 12 point. 

3.          Graduate students and postdoctoral fellows interested in competing for a Travel Award must be first author on the abstract submitted.  Please highlight your abstract title and your name.
